Other transient art artists to consider:

Walter Mason

Walter Mason is a German artist who specialises in
the creation of experimenting with nature to create
artworks. Walter Mason's art presents many
comparisons to Andy Goldsworthy as both artists
express themselves and the importance of nature
from sculpturing using natural elements. Walter
Mason outlines that he was influenced by
Goldsworthy but by no means aims to imitate his
work (Claire, My Modern Net [blogpost], 2013).
Mason's elements that are commonly used include:
- leaves

- stones

- ice

- flowers

Bill Dan is a sculptor and performance artist
specializing in rock balancing. He creates seemingly
impossible, temporary balanced sculptures from un-
worked rock and stone in public spaces near his home
in San Francisco.

Dan was born in Indonesia, and worked as a
warehouseman before discovering the artistic
possibilities of rock along the San Francisco Bay
shoreline and his emergent skill in manipulating them.

Bill was initially inspired by rock piles he had seen on
the Big Island of Hawaii, the cairns of the Inuit, and
later by the work of Andy Goldsworthy.
