Design and make a game involving 
facts about World War 2 

(board game, card game, memory 
game, observation game). 

Create a fact-file about the life of a 
child during World War 2. This should 

contain facts about everyday life 
including: evacuation, rationing and 

the Blitz. 

 

Design a recruitment poster to encourage 
people to fight for their country during
